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Surrey Hampshire Borders (SHB) Branch of CAMRA, the Campaign for Real Ale is highlighting the diversity of pubs in Aldershot, with tour around a number of the community pubs in the town.
A recent article in the local CAMRA Newsletter, News & Ale, highlighted the demise of the great British Pub with a look at the North Lane area of Aldershot. Although there has been a decline in pub numbers in this area over many years, this has accelerated in recent years. So much so that where there had been 13 pubs in the area over the past 160 years, there are now none.

The British pub is a unique institution; although most other countries have alcohol outlets of some kind, none of them offer the combination of social drinking, tolerance, conviviality and atmosphere you find in the traditional pubs of this nation.  But rather than dwelling solely on what we have lost we also want to show support to the remaining pubs in the town, that serve the local community.

Therefore on Saturday 15th November we will be showing them our support and visiting a number of them.  We will be starting in the centre of the town at the George from 10.30am and the Trafalgar, before heading to the western suburbs to visit the likes of the Imperial Standard, White Hart and of course the Garden Gate, which has recently been the subject of a local community campaign to keep the pub open.
We will then head east, to the Crimea, La Fountaine, Royal Staff and Red Lion.
All these pubs serve real ale and are a vital part of the local community they serve,  all people who value their local pub are welcome to join us.
