The Surrey Hants Borders Branch of CAMRA, has produced a comprensive list of all the pubs in North Hampshire and West Surrey that are selling beer and offering food takeaways during the second lockdown.
Beer lovers have the opportunity to  supporting their local pubs and breweries by providing a shop window for the many pubs, that are offering takeaway or delivery services during lockdown. Customers can search for their favourite drink and meal and order it directly from the pub, helping them keep afloat through lockdown.
Kevin Travers, Surrey Hants Borders CAMRA’s Pubs Officer said: “After a summer of fewer restrictions, we want to help pubs as we go back into harsher measures this winter. I am delighted that we are giving local people the chance to financially support their locals,.  Hopefully it will bring people and great beer from great local businesses together and support them through this second lockdown.”
